Galatians 6:7 “Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man
soweth, that shall he also reap.”

You can be deceived if you think God can be
You can be deceived if you think you will not what you sow.

Galatians 6:8 “For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap
corruption; but he that soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life
everlasting.”

You can be deceived if you think you can do the works of the flesh and not

1 Corinthians 15:33 “Be not deceived: evil communications corrupt good
manners.”

You can be deceived if you curse, tell lude jokes, lie, or any evil talk
thinking it is manners.

1 Corinthians 6:9 “Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the
kingdom of God? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor
adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind,
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10 Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor
extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of God.”

You can be deceived if you think you can live an life and be
blessed of God.

James 1:26 “If any man among you seem to be religious, and bridleth not
his tongue, but deceiveth his own heart, this man’s religion is vain.”

Q8. You can be deceived if you do not control your own

James 1:22 “But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving
your own selves.”

Q9. You can be deceived if you are not of the word of God.

1 John 1:8 “If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the
truth is not in us.”

Q10. You can be deceived if you say that you have sin.

Titus 3:3 “For we ourselves also were sometimes foolish, disobedient,
deceived, serving divers lusts and pleasures, living in malice and envy,
hateful, and hating one another.”

Q11. You can be deceived if you serve divers and pleasures.

Q13. You can be deceived if you are , hating one another,

Ephesians 5:6 “Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of
these things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience.”

Q14. You can be deceived by men who use words.

2 Timothy 3:13 “But evil men and seducers shall wax worse and worse,
deceiving, and being deceived.”
