Romans 6:19 “l speak after the manner of men because of the infirmity of
your flesh: for as ye have yielded your members servants to uncleanness
and to iniquity unto iniquity; even so now Yyield your members servants to
righteousness unto holiness.”
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Q7. When you were lost your body was a to uncleanness.
Q8. As a child of God, your body is to be a servant to unto
holiness.
